17.15 APOLOGIES

Apologies were received from Cllr Snodgrass and Cllr Spencer (DCC).
18.15 VARIATION OF ORDER OF BUSINESS

19.15 DECLARATION OF MEMBERS INTERESTS

Councillors were asked to consider any interests they may have on matters on the agenda.  There were no declarations made.
20.15 PUBLIC SPEAKING

Residents expressed their opposition on the Planning Application for the Old Methodist Chapel. It was noted that contrary to the statement in the planning documentation the Chapel is in Community use and has been for the last nine months with a lease being in place until March 2016.  Concerns were expressed that there is no parking provision in the application and it was felt about parking on the brow of a hill at the narrowest part of the village and the difficulties this would cause to large vehicles.  The ramp shown in the plans appears to cover the pavement thus pushing pedestrians out in to the road.  There is no provision for waste bin storage.  Concerns were expressed about the emergency access not being practical particularly for a disabled person.  It was felt that these concerns should all be addressed within the application and that a full and proper highways inspection should be carried out. 
Concerns were expressed about parking near Alices Cottages.

The proposals for the Gratton Telephone Box were noted.

(a)Applications 

NP/DDD/0115/0018 Change of use from (now un-used) place of worship to a wheelchair accessible holiday let Elton Methodist Chapel , West End –Objections - contrary to the statement in the planning documentation the Chapel has been in Community use for the last nine months with a lease being in place until March 2016.  Councillors have great that there is no parking provision in the application and it is felt that parking on the brow of a hill at the narrowest part of the village with the difficulties this will cause to large vehicles is not acceptable.  The ramp shown in the plans appears to cover the pavement thus pushing pedestrians out in to the road which is also unacceptable.  There is no provision for waste bin storage.  It is felt that the emergency access is not practical particularly for a disabled person.  The Parish Council would like to see these concerns addressed within the application and request that a full and proper highways inspection should be carried out.
