95.12 DECLARATION OF MEMBERS INTERESTS

Councillors were asked to consider any interests they may have on matters on the agenda.   Cllr Dawe declared an interest in planning matters.
96.12 APOLOGIES

Apologies were received from Cllr Spencer (DCC).
97.12 PUBLIC SPEAKING
A member the public spoke in support of the planning application for Banks Farm Barn.

Members of the public thanked Cllr Swindell for all his work in organising the Jubilee Celebrations.  Cllr Swindell thanked all those who had assisted in making the day a huge success.  It was noted that two letter of thanks have been received along with many positive verbal comments about the event.

Cllr Swindell reported on his discussions with Dales Housing regarding grass cutting on the banksides at the flats.

It was reported that residents have requested white lines to be painted at the junction of Ivy Lane to assist with visibility problems caused by parked cars.  It was noted that parking issues were getting worse.

It was noted that Dales Housing are looking into felling three overgrown trees at Chapel Croft. 

Councillors were made aware of a drain issue at East End  which Severn Trent have attended to on three occasions and have given out a warning about putting chip fat and other unsuitable substances in the drainage system.

It was reported that the benches need painting and one needs to be repaired.  

It was noted that there is a new PCSO for the village.

Councillors were reminded of the farewell service for Andrew Cook on 17th June.

Cllr Swindell reported that there are a lot of complaints about grass cutting following the reduction in the number of cuts and the poor standard of mowing which is taking place.  Cllr Swindell stated that he was particularly concerned about safety at junctions and would be raising a question at the next District Council Meeting.

It was RESOLVED to make a donation of £2000 to the Jubilee Fields Committee but to hold the monies within Parish Council Funds until required.
RECEIPTS
It was noted that DDDC are to pay £100 towards the Jubilee Event and £309.95, including the Youth Club funds, was received from the Jubilee Event’s income.
104.12  VILLAGE HALL REPORT

Councillors Swindell reported on the recent meeting of the Village Hall Committee where granting financial assistance to the Jubilee Fields Project had been discussed and decided to suggest that the Parish Council do not make their annual donation to the Village Hall but add it to the annual donation to the Jubilee Field Committee.
105.12  JUBILEE FIELD REPORT
Cllr Swindell reported on the recent AGM and the Committees acceptance of the kind offer of the Village Hall Committee to forego their annual grant from the Parish Council this year in favour of an increased grant to the Jubilee Field Committee.

It was noted that the various user groups were now working in harmony with the Field Committee and striving to find a way forward.

Grass cutting and reimbursable expenditure was discussed and the Clerk undertook to provide the Field Committee with more information on what can and cannot be claimed.

106.12 FOOTPATH AND VERGES REPORT

Cllr Swindell reported on his recent meeting with Highways Officers from DCC and it was noted that potholes are to be filled, some work on reinstating the footpaths is planned and resurfacing on Moor Lane, Back Lane, Stonefoot and Ivy Lane are to be scheduled for next year.
It was noted that the water problem at West End has been identified as a Severn Trent issue.

Discussion took place about the problems with the parking on the verges at East End and the possible solutions suggested by DCC and it was RESOLVED to contact Bridget Gould at the Traffic Management section and request a site visit to discuss the possibility of widening the junction at East End and painting white lines at various junctions in the village to prevent dangerous parking.
The Clerk undertook to look into the requirement for cultivation licences to site the stone troughs.

107.12  COMMON LAND
It was reported that DCC are looking at the issues raised at last months meeting.
108.12 ASSETS
It was noted that the Parish Council Asset Register lists Stone Troughs, Notice Boards, Bus Shelters, Pump at Well Street, Strimmer, Wooden Benches, Metal Trough and Grit Bins.

109.12  QUEENS JUBILEE

Cllr Swindell thanked all those who had worked hard to make the event a success.  Details of the income and expenditure for the event were circulated.

The possibility of holding annual events and further fund raising events were discussed.

110.12 RISK ASSESSMENT INSURANCE AND BUDGET

It was RESOLVED to add the Bus Shelter to the insurance policy.
