83.14 PUBLIC SPEAKING
Mr Steven Radford of Njord Energy gave a detailed presentation about his companies planning application to erect five wind turbines at Griffe Grange near Ible.  Residents from Ible expressed their opposition to the application.  Questions were raised and challenges made over some of the data issued.  Much emphasis was placed on the Community Fund which would make £1,000,000 available for local villages to apply for to assist with local projects over the next twenty five years if the application is approved.  It was noted that a substantial amount had already been promised to Brassington village to assist with completing their village hall.  Councillors expressed their sympathies with the residents of Ible but stated that any comments they made, if invited to comment on the application by Derbyshire Dales District Council, would be made with a view to the effect the development would have on the village of Elton and its residents.  Mr Radford and the residents from Ible were thanked for attending the meeting.

Concerns were express about potholes on the Gratton to Youlgreave road and it was noted that this matter has already been reported to DCC.

It was noted that there had been an increase in dog fouling issues.

It was noted that some grass cutting has taken place and Cllr Swindell undertook to see when this work would be finished off.
Cllr Swindell gave details of the matters he had dealt with as a District Councillor, including discussions over gully emptying, removal of abandoned black bags, discussing road repairs and road signs and raising the proposals to improve village parking with DCC.

It was noted that some spraying of road side weeds has been undertaken.

Cllr Swindell was thanked for the work he undertakes on behalf of the village.

It was noted that the Guide Stoop is in the care of the PDNPA and Cllr Moseley undertook to pursue the matter of its reinstatement with them.
