83.16 APOLOGIES

Apologies were received from Cllr Malichan and Cllr Spencer (DCC) 
84.16 VARIATION OF ORDER OF BUSINESS

There were no variations made.
85.16 DECLARATION OF MEMBERS INTERESTS

Councillors were asked to consider any interests they may have on matters on the agenda.  
86.16 PUBLIC SPEAKING
Concerns were expressed about the visibility at junctions where the verges need cutting back, particularly on the Moor where there have been two accidents.  It was noted that this has been reported twice and it was agreed to report it again.

It was reported that there is a water leak on Moor Lane.

Concerns were again expressed about the dangerous parking at Alice’s Cottages and it was agreed to ask the police and the housing association for an update.

A vote of thanks was given to the Parish Council for helping to make the Queen’s Birthday Celebration’s a great success.  It was felt that combining the event with the Church BBQ had worked well and it was agreed that this was a good formula going forward.
Cllr Swindell reported on the recent problems with bin collections and it was noted that the street lights have been repaired and the pot holes filled on Cliff Lane.

Cllr Swindell updated the meeting on DDDC matters including plans for large housing developments in the Matlock Area and the consultation on hospital closures.

89.16 CHAIRMAN’S ANNOUNCEMENTS
The Chair welcomed everyone to the meeting and outlined the business for the evening.  
90.16 CLERK’S REPORT ON ONGOING MATTERS

The Clerk reported on on-going matters and it was noted that pot holes on Cliffe Lane have been filled and some cutting of the hedge at Chaddock Hill has taken place.  It was RESOLVED to inform DCC that although some work has taken place the problem still remains.
91.16 VILLAGE REPORTS

(a) VILLAGE HALL – It was reported that the Committee would be meeting soon to consider its finances.
(b) JUBILEE FIELDS –  Arrangements for the Beer Festival were discussed.  It was noted that the clock has been installed and plastering is taking place.  It was suggested that new tables are required.
(c)FOOTPATH, HIGHWAYS AND VERGES –   it was reported that 
rubbish on Dark Lane is still to be collected.  
Concerns were expressed about the boggy area at the end of the footpath 
at Jules Croft and it was RESOLVED to bring the matter to the attention of 
the PDNPA.
Cllr Mason reported on his discussion with the PDNPA over the 
re-instatement of the Guide Stoop who are considering placing it in a safer 
location when it is returned.   Cllr Mason undertook to continue monitoring 
the situation.

Discussion took place about the mowing of verges and it was noted that a 
number of people have volunteered to help.

The condition of the benches was discussed and it was RESOLVED to 
paint the wooden benches and replace the two concrete and wood ones.
Cllr Swindell and Cllr Mason undertook to look at replacements at a cost
of up to £350 each. 

(d)SCHOOL –   It was reported that Sports Day and the Leavers service 
would be taking place soon.  It was noted that there is a vacancy for a Church Governor.
(e)CHURCH – Councillors were again thanked for their support at the recent BBQ which raised over £400 for Church Funds.  Cllr Dawe informed the meeting of forthcoming events.
(f) DEFIBRILLATOR – Cllr Swindell reported that someone had kindly offered to donate the funds needed to provide a defibrillator for the village and undertook to get the process of purchasing it underway.  Councillors expressed their gratitude for this generosity.  It was noted that maintenance costs would be in the region of £150 per annum.
(g) QUEEN’S 90TH BIRTHDAY CELEBRATIONS -  It was reported that this had been a great success and it was agreed that the Church and Parish Council should combine their summer events in the future.
