Cllr Swindell reported on the DDDC Members Local Project Scheme which enables him to make donations to community groups with suitable projects.  Applications for funding have to be made to DDDC.
Cllr Swindell was thanked for all his hard work in arranging the very successful street party which was held on Sunday 28th September.  Cllr Swindell thanked everyone who had helped him with the running of the event.  Discussion took place about future events.

It was noted that Severn Trent has not yet started the work which required the street to be closed.
