Councillors were asked to consider any interests they may have on matters on the agenda.  There were no declarations.
156.15 PUBLIC SPEAKING
It was reported that the street light at the bottom of Stonefoot is not working.  It was RESOLVED to report the matter to DCC.

Concerns were again expressed about the parking on the junction of Main Street and Alice’s Cottages.  It was noted that residents have stated that they park in this manner to slow down traffic entering Alice’s Cottages to protect children playing but this in turn causes a visibility problem for those trying to turn on to the Main Street.  It was further noted that there is ample parking in this area without parking on the junction.  The Clerk passed on advice received from DCC about parking which states that illegal parking should be passed to the enforcement officers for action and  dangerous parking should be reported to the police for action.  It was RESOLVED that the Clerk write to all the residents of Alice’s Cottages and request that they park in a safe and proper manner.

It was reported that there had been a possible sewage leak on Back Lane which had been reported and cleaned with no problem being found but the area will be monitored.

It was reported that Fibre Optic Broadband is now available.  

It was reported that the work being carried out by Severn Trent should be completed soon and the road re-opened.

Cllr Swindell reported on the local projects fund.

It was reported that the Gratton Parish Meeting had been held where the Community Heartbeat Trust had spoken about the future of the Gratton Telephone Box and the provision of defibrillators.  It was RESOLVED to discuss the possibility of have a defibrillator at Elton at the next meeting.

Cllr Swindell reported on the action being taken to force DCC to discuss their funding of Community Transport at Cabinet level and everyone was encouraged to sign the petition.
