121.15 APOLOGIES

122.15 VARIATION OF ORDER OF BUSINESS

123.15 DECLARATION OF MEMBERS INTERESTS

Councillors were asked to consider any interests they may have on matters on the agenda.  There were no declarations made.
124.15 PUBLIC SPEAKING

Kerry Bailey, Digital Derbyshire Engagement Officer, DCC, was welcomed to the meeting.   Ms Bailey gave an overview of the Digital Derbyshire Project which has now made fibre optic broadband available in Elton.  It was noted that residents need to make arrangements with the Broadband providers to fully benefit from the provision, for which there will be an additional cost, although speeds in general should be improved.  Ms Bailey gave details of the BT Wholesale Checker service, answered a number of questions and took details from residents who had queries she was unable to answer.  Ms Bailey was thanked for attending the meeting. 
A request to consider moving the seat on Back Lane to a more suitable location as parked cars made it virtually unusable was considered.  Councillors undertook to look to see if a more suitable location could be found and it was RESOLVED to discuss the matter at the next meeting.
Parking problems were again discussed and a letter from a resident was read to the meeting.  Concerns were expressed that two cars are parking dangerously on the junction at Alice’s Cottages.  It was noted that the owners of these cars state that they have parked in this manner to protect children from speeding cars.
It was reported that the door opposite the bus stop which has been used as a notice board for many years is to be replaced with a new door and the owner does not wish it to be used for this purpose anymore and offered to erect a notice board and Councillors thanked him for his kind offer but stated that he should not feel obliged to do so.
Cllr Swindell reminded the meeting of the forthcoming road closure.

Arrangements for the Street Party to be held on 27th September were discussed and it was RESOLVED that the Clerk apply for a road closure order  for that afternoon.

It was noted that the grit bin which has been promised for Alice’s Cottages has not yet been delivered.

The snow warden scheme was discussed and Cllr Swindell undertook to be the main contact.

It was noted that the glass in the telephone box is still broken.  It was reported that the telephone box at Gratton has been painted.
It was noted that there is a consultation on the Community Bus Service which is to have its funding cut further and it was RSOLVED to make representations supporting this much valued service.

Christmas arrangements were discussed and it was RESOLVED that the Christmas Tree switch on would take place on 6th December 2015.
