27.18 APOLOGIES

Apologies were received from Cllr Dawe and Cllr Spencer (DCC)

Councillors were asked to consider any interests they may have on matters on the agenda.  
30.18 PUBLIC SPEAKING
It was reported that there are a large number of potholes on main street.  It was RESOLVED to report these to DCC.  It was noted that DCC to have a policy of only repairing larger potholes.
It was reported that the “footpath” at Jules Croft is in need of levelling and re-surfacing.  It was RESOLVED that the Clerk check on the status of this footpath which may be privately owned.

A request to put side panels on the bus shelter at West End was noted and it was RESOLVED that the Clerk should make enquiries to see if this is possible.

Questions were raised about the gritting route and it was RESOLVED that the Clerk should write to DCC and point out that it would be easier and beneficial if instead of turning around and going back down the village the gritter went up Moor Lane and along Back Lane before re-joining Main Street.

Cllr Swindell reported on District Council matters and it was noted that DDDC have decided to increase their share of the Council Tax by 2.99%.  It was noted that the District Council are looking into all areas of increasing their revenue including the possibility of removing/amending the exception on community buildings such as Village Halls.
