143.18 APOLOGIES

144.18 VARIATION OF ORDER OF BUSINESS

145.18 DECLARATION OF MEMBERS INTERESTS

Councillors were asked to consider any interests they may have on matters on the agenda.  There were no declarations.
146.18 PUBLIC SPEAKING
A member of the Public outlined her plans to set up a charity which would aim to grow vegetables for local food banks and would provide opportunities for members of the public to assist with all aspects of the gardening work on an area of land, which has been secured in the village, which would be a community focal point, thus encouraging social interaction, friendship and general wellbeing for those who wish to participate.  As a non-profit making operation it will rely on funding from outside bodies and Councillors were asked to support the project.  Councillors asked a number of questions and gave their support to the principal of the project and requested that they be kept informed as the matters progress.
It was reported that a number of trees on Moor Lane may be in need of attention and it was RESOLVED to contact the owners and request that they take the necessary steps to ensure that the trees are safe and not a danger to road users.

Concerns were expressed that water is no longer flowing into the troughs at Bury Cliff and the Clerk undertook to discuss the matter with Stanton Estates.

It was noted that the burnt-out car has been removed by DDCC after the police had shown no interest in tracing the owner or checking if it had been involved in any incidents. 

It reported that PCSO Granville Nixon is now responsible for our area.

Cllr Swindell gave details of the tendering process for the waste bin collections and it was reported that a charge is to be introduced for collection of garden waste once the current contract expires.

It was reported that the defibrillator codes have been issued.

It was noted that there is now free parking after 2.00pm on DDDC carparks until the end of December.
