138.19 PUBLIC SPEAKING
It was noted that nine lamp posts are still to be changed to LED and that two lamps are not working.  It was RESOLVED to report the broken lamps to DCC and Cllr Swindell reported that there have been some difficulties in replacing cast iron lamps but it is anticipated that replacement will take place soon.
It was noted that the damaged gird is still to be replaced.

Arrangements for the Remembrance Sunday Service were discussed and Cllr Swindell undertook to circulate a notice informing residents of the Service.

Verge mowing was discussed and it was noted that the verges at Gratton have not been mown at all this year.  It was noted that a particular section is being maintained by a resident as a wildflower area and does not require cutting.  It was noted that many of the signs are no overgrown and cannot be seen clearly.

It was noted that there are a number of areas where bushes are overhanging the roads.  It was RESOLVED to report these areas to DCC.

It was agreed that Church Notices can be placed on the Parish Council Notice Board.

Poppies on lamp posts were discussed.

A complaint about and car being parked on the driveway and overhanging the footpath at Smith Cottage.  It was also noted that the bins at this property are being left on the footpath.  It was RESOLVED to write to the property owners and request that they keep the footpath clear at all times.
