MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF THE COUNCIL HELD AT

14.20 APOLOGIES

Apologies were received from Cllr Spencer (DCC). 
15.20 VARIATION OF ORDER OF BUSINESS

There were no variations made.
16.20 DECLARATION OF MEMBERS INTERESTS

Councillors were asked to consider any interests they may have on matters on the agenda.  There were no declarations.
17.20 PUBLIC SPEAKING
It was reported that 4x4 vehicles have attempted to drive on the track at Hunger Hill and got into difficulty it was agreed that a sign stating that this is not a through road for motor vehicles would be helpful and the Clerk undertook to request a sign from DCC.

Concerns were expressed about the welfare of two horses and it was agreed to monitor this situation.

It was reported that street lights 82001 and 42356 are not working.  The Clerk undertook to report these to DCC.

It was reported that dangerous parking is again an issue at East End and the Clerk undertook to contact the Police and DCC about the problems.

It was reported that the road has sunk outside the school and the Clerk agreed to report the matter to DCC.

It was reported that the 172 bus service through the village encounters problems in turning around near the Duke of York.  It was suggested that white lines to prevent parking, improved street lighting and the re-marking of bus bays and road junctions would help the situation.  The Clerk undertook to contact DCC and invite an Officer to meet with Councillors to witness the issue.  It was noted that at 12.00 and 14.00 two busses arrive in the village at the same time which can make turning even more difficult.
Cllr Swindell reported on District Council matters and it was noted that the waste collection contract has been retained by Serco and that a charge for the Green Waste Bin Collection is to be implemented.

Cllr Mason reported that Youlgreave Silver Band have been booked for the Christmas Lights switch on in December.

18.20 MINUTES

19.20 CHAIRMAN’S ANNOUNCEMENTS
The Chairman welcomed everyone to the meeting and outlined the business for the evening.
20.20 CLERK’S REPORT ON ONGOING MATTERS
The Clerk reported on on-going matters.  It was noted that dog fouling signs have been put up in various places in the village.
21.20VILLAGE REPORTS
(a) VILLAGE HALL.- It was reported that the AGM is to be held shortly.  It was noted that it may be necessary for the fuse board to be changed.
(b) JUBILEE FIELDS -  Cllr Swindell agreed to continue as the Parish Council’s Representative on the Jubilee Fields Committee.  It was noted that the work on the field wall has been completed.
(c) FOOTPATHS, HIGHWAYS, BINS AND VERGES –  It was noted that street sweeping had taken place in Gratton but the roads are still muddy.  It was reported that Severn Trent are considering replacing the water pipe at Gratton.
(d) SCHOOL –  Cllr Moseley reported on School matters.   It was noted that there are currently 25 pupils at the school.
(e) CHURCH –  Cllr Spreadborough reported that the Church are looking for ways to increase their income and are investigating setting up a Film Club to be held in the Village Hall.  This would require the Village Hall to have a licence which would cost £173.82 plus VAT.  Funding of the licence was discussed.  It was RESOLVED to discuss this matter further at the next meeting when Cllr Spreadborough has investigated the possibility further.  It was reported that dog fouling was a problem in the Church Yard and it was RESOLVED to place signs at the entrances and monitor the situation.
