49.20 APOLOGIES

Apologies were received from Cllr Marsden, Cllr Spreadborough. 
50.20 VARIATION OF ORDER OF BUSINESS

There were no variations made.
51.20 DECLARATION OF MEMBERS INTERESTS

Councillors were asked to consider any interests they may have on matters on the agenda.  There were no declarations.
52.20 ADOPTION OF TEMPORARY VARIATION TO STANDING ORDERS

On the recommendation of NALC, to take account of the changes in Parish Council Meeting operations during the Corona Virus outbreak, it was RESOLVED to adopt the following temporary Variations to Standing Orders –
A person shall raise his hand when requesting to speak and stand when speaking (except when a person has a disability or is likely to suffer discomfort)]. The chairman of the meeting may at any time permit a person to be seated when speaking.

Unless standing orders provide otherwise, voting on a question shall be by a show of hands. At the request of a councillor, the voting on any question shall be recorded so as to show whether each councillor present and voting gave his vote for or against that question. Such a request shall be made before moving on to the next item of business on the agenda.

Council Meetings – The following rules are suspended

In a year which is not an election year, the annual meeting of the Council shall be held on such day in May as the Council decides.

If no other time is fixed, the annual meeting of the Council shall take place at 6pm.

The first business conducted at the annual meeting of the Council shall be the election of the Chairman and Vice-Chairman (if there is one) of the Council

Accounting – change of date for this year from June to August.

The year-end accounting statements shall be prepared in accordance with proper practices and apply the form of accounts determined by the Council (receipts and payments, or income and expenditure) for the year to 31 March. A completed draft annual governance and accountability return shall be presented to all councillors at least 14 days prior to anticipated approval by the Council. The annual governance and accountability return of the Council, which is subject to external audit, including the annual governance statement, shall be presented to the Council for consideration and formal approval before 31st August.
52.20 PUBLIC SPEAKING
Councillor Swindell reported on District Council matters including the financial impact and it was noted that Parking Charges are going to be reintroduced at the weekend and that the District Council is to discuss the reintroduction of the green waste collection next week. Cllr Swindell undertook to keep residents informed of developments via the website, noticeboard and emails.

54.20 CHAIRMAN’S ANNOUNCEMENTS
The Chairman welcomed everyone to the zoom meeting and outlined the business for the evening.  
It was reported that Cllr Spreadborough is currently unwell and Councillors sent their best wishes for a speedy recovery.
It was noted that Councillors had discussed possible celebrations for VE Day but these were overtaken by the onset of the virus.  A vote of thanks was given to the members of the History Group and Jonathan Snodgrass for the production of the VE Day Supplement to Elton Remembers.
A further vote of thanks was given to all those who are helping to keep the village tidy and helping others during the current crisis. 
55.20 CLERK’S REPORT ON ONGOING MATTERS
The Clerk reported on on-going matters and it was noted that an Officer from DCC is willing to meet with Councillors to discuss the problems around the bus company’s difficulties in turning around in Elton once the current crisis is over.  
It was reported that some potholes have been repaired but the road at Gratton is still in need of urgent attention.
