75.20 APOLOGIES

76.20 VARIATION OF ORDER OF BUSINESS

It was reported that the bus shelter at the crossroads may be in need of some repair.
It was noted that some concerns had been expressed about the church yard maintenance and it was reported that work which it had not been possible to carry out during the lockdown was now been being done.

It was reported that it had not been possible to contact the owner of the overhanging trees on Moor Lane and it was RESOLVED to pass the matter to DCC.

80.20 CHAIRMAN’S ANNOUNCEMENTS
The Chairman welcomed everyone to the zoom meeting and outlined the business for the evening.  
81.20 CLERK’S REPORT ON ONGOING MATTERS
The Clerk reported on on-going matters and it was noted that the potholes at Gratton have not been repaired.  It was noted that some verge cutting and weed spraying has taken place and Councillors undertook to check if the hedges at Chaddock Hill have been cut back.

It was noted that the water in the troughs at Bury Cliff are still not running and that attempts to find the water source have not been successful.  The Clerk undertook to ask if Stanton Estate have any maps showing the water source and ask if they will assist in restoring the water flow.
82.20VILLAGE REPORTS
(a) VILLAGE HALL – It was noted that the Village Hall is to remain closed for the time being as the current Government regulations regarding Covid19 are considered to be prohibitive to allow it to reopen.  It was reported that the fuse board has been replaced.
(b) JUBILEE FIELDS – It was noted that the Jubilee Fields will continue to be locked to prevent unauthorised/inappropriate use.
(c) FOOTPATHS, HIGHWAYS, BINS AND VERGES – It was reported that the kerb at East End where the verges have been damaged has dropped.  It was RESOLVED that the Clerk discuss the matter with Cllr Swindell before raising the matter with DCC.
(d) SCHOOL – It was noted that the School is open in line with Government guidelines with many parents praising the work which is being carried out and the support being offered to pupils.
(e) CHURCH –. It was reported that under current Government guidelines it is impossible for the Church to reopen.  The situation will be kept under constant review.
