87.20 APOLOGIES

There were no apologies.

89.20 DECLARATION OF MEMBERS INTERESTS

Councillors were asked to consider any interests they may have on matters on the agenda.  There were no declarations.
90.20 PUBLIC SPEAKING
It was reported that the street light outside the Church and at West End Farm are hidden by the trees and not giving out any light.  It was noted that there are a number of trees which overhang the road and it was agreed to report any problem areas to the Clerk who will write to the appropriate person.

Discussion took place about the flooding on Cliffe Lane which is caused by blocked drains, it was noted that some of the drains are no long visible.  This issue has been reported to DCC.
It was noted that the drains on Dudwood Lane are sinking and it was RESOLVED to report this matter to DCC.

It was reported that dangerous parking is still a concern at Alices Cottages.

The Chairman welcomed everyone to the meeting and outlined the business for the evening.

The Clerk reported on ongoing matters.  It was noted that with the new six person rule it would not be possible to hold Parish Council Meetings other than by zoom
94.20 VILLAGE REPORTS

(a) VILLAGE HALL – Cllr Swindell reported that the Covid Regulations made it difficult for the Village Hall to reopen safely and it had therefore been decided not to reopen for the foreseeable future.
(b) JUBILEE FIELDS –  It was noted that the Jubilee Fields Committee have decided to keep the Pavilion closed until at least the spring of 2021.
Cllr Swindell gave details of the three potential schemes which have been drawn up for the play areas.  It was noted that consultation with the residents will take place before a scheme is chosen.  It was noted that some donations towards the project have been received.

(c) FOOTPATHS, HIGHWAYS, BINS AND VERGES –
Cllr Swindell reported that the District Council have been asked to pursue the claim for damage to the verge and kerbs at East End.  20mph Speed Limits were discussed it was RESOLVED that the Clerk makes enquiries with DCC about the possibility of reducing the speed limit in Elton.  Weed Spraying was discussed and it was RESOLVED that the Clerk informs DDDC that the Parish Council wishes this to continue in the village.  Grass cutting was discussed.
(d) SCHOOL –  Cllr Moseley reported that the School is open and that Governors meetings are being held via Zoom.
(e) CHURCH –  Cllr Spreadborugh reported on Church Matters.
(f) CHRISTMAS – Discussion took place about how the covid restrictions will impact  the usual Christmas activities such as the Christmas Lights Switch On and the Crib Service.   Cllr Mason undertook to contact Youlgreave band to discuss the matter with them.   It was RESOLVED to discuss these further at the next meeting.
