112.20 APOLOGIES

Apologies were received from Cllr Marsden. 
113.20 VARIATION OF ORDER OF BUSINESS

There were no variations made.
114.20 DECLARATION OF MEMBERS INTERESTS

Councillors were asked to consider any interests they may have on matters on the agenda.  There were no declarations.
115.20 PUBLIC SPEAKING
It was reported that DCC have secured funding for highways and footpath improvements and it was RESOLVED that the Clerk write to DCC and again request that the pavements in the village are repaired.
Cllr Swindell reported on District Council matters.  It was noted that DDDC services would operate as normal during the current lockdown with bins being collected, toilets and play areas etc remaining open.  

116.20 MINUTES

The minutes of the Monthly Meeting held on 1st October 2020 were approved and will be signed by the Chair whenever possible. 
117.20 CHAIRMAN’S ANNOUNCEMENTS
The Chairman welcomed everyone to the meeting and outlined the business for the evening.  
118.20 CLERK’S REPORT ON ONGOING MATTERS
The Clerk reported on ongoing matters.  
It was reported that the hedges on Chadwick hill have been trimmed.  It was also reported that the trees on Moor Lane are to be cut back shortly and that some tree work has been carried out at the Church.  It was noted that further tree work is to take place at the Church.  Overhanging bushes were again discussed.    Hedges/bushes/trees.
It was reported that the street light on Ivy Lane has been repaired.
It was noted that the drains on Cliffe Lane remain block.  The Clerk undertook to contact DCC again about this matter.
It was reported that a quotation for the repairs at the bus shelter is still awaited.
It was RESOLVED to forward the updated Parish Statement to the PDNPA for consideration.  Councillors gave a vote of thanks to those who have contributed to the new statement.
It was noted that the new road makings near the Duke of York are still to be done.
It was noted that the Remembrance Service has had to be cancelled.
Cllr Swindell undertook to register with the snow warden scheme but it was noted that no grit is required this year.
It was reported that the pot holes on Dudwood Lane are still to be repaired.
The Clerk reported that there had been no response to the request for information about 20mph speed limits.
Cllr Swindell reported that there was no further progress on the request for the damaged kerbs to be repaired.
It was noted that the water is still not running into the troughs at Bury Cliffe.
Cllr Swindell reported on issues with the website which he hopes will be resolved shortly.

119.20 VILLAGE REPORTS

(a) VILLAGE HALL – It was reported that the Village Hall remains closed however, following discussions with the School it had been decided to grant them sole use of the building for the time being.
(b) JUBILEE FIELDS –  It was noted that the play area remains open.
(c) FOOTPATHS, HIGHWAYS, BINS AND VERGES – There were no new matters raised.
(d) SCHOOL –  Cllr Moseley reported on school activities.  Admissions were discussed.
(e) CHURCH –  Cllr Spreadborugh updated Councillors on Church matters and it was noted that some services are to be held on Zoom.
(f) PLAY AREA REFURBISHMENT – Cllr Swindell reported on the donations received.  It was noted that residents would be consulted on the proposed plans for the new equipment once Covid restrictions allow.
(g) CHRISTMAS – It was with great sadness that Councillors agreed that it would not be possible to hold the usual Christmas activities this year.  It was agreed that the Christmas Trees would be lit and it was RESOLVED to hold a Christmas Lights Competition in the Village with prizes of £50, £20 and £10 being offered to the best lit houses in the village.
