125.20 APOLOGIES

126.20 VARIATION OF ORDER OF BUSINESS

There were no variations made.
127.20 DECLARATION OF MEMBERS INTERESTS

Councillors were asked to consider any interests they may have on matters on the agenda.  There were no declarations.
128.20 PUBLIC SPEAKING
Concerns were expressed about the water which collects on Exlowmere Lane and it was RESOLVED that the Clerk write to DCC and request that the clear the gullies to allow the water to get away.

It was reported that Silver Well needs to be clean out and it was RESOLVED to discuss the matter at the next meeting

It was reported that rubbish has been dumped on the Winster to Pikehall Road including tyres and a TV and soil has been dumped on Dark Lane.   It was RESOLVED that the Clerk report these matters to DDDC.   It was also noted that an accumulation of litter on Chaddock Hill has been cleaned away.  A vote of thanks was given to those in the village who carry out litter picks.

Road sweeping and the cleaning of road signs was discussed.

Cllr Swindell reported that the latest Covid updates have been posted on the noticeboards and website.

It was noted that the street light on Back Lane/Chapel Croft has been repaired.

It was noted that a quote for the work on the bus shelter is expected shortly.

Cllr Swindell reported that he had completed the paperwork for the Snow Warden Scheme and it was noted that the “adopt a bin” scheme would run again this year with all bins having been adopted.

It was noted that the large pot hole at the Winster crossroads has been repaired and Councillors were asked to monitor it so that it can be reported to DCC if it breaks up again.

It was noted that the website is up and running again and a link to the Parish Statement has been added. 

It was reported that the troughs at Bury Cliffe are running again but it was felt that the water might not be coming from the original spring and Councillors undertook to monitor the situation.
