MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF THE COUNCIL HELD AT

01.21 APOLOGIES

Apologies were received from Cllr Marsden. 
02.21 VARIATION OF ORDER OF BUSINESS

There were no variations made.
03.21 DECLARATION OF MEMBERS INTERESTS

Councillors were asked to consider any interests they may have on matters on the agenda.  There were no declarations.
04.21 PUBLIC SPEAKING
It was noted that the pot hole at the four lane ends is breaking up again and it was RESOLVED to report this matter to DCC.

05.21 MINUTES

The minutes of the Monthly Meeting held on 3rd December 2020 were approved and will be signed by the Chair whenever possible. 
06.21 CHAIRMAN’S ANNOUNCEMENTS
The Chairman welcomed everyone to the meeting and on wishing everyone a happy new year outlined the business for the evening.  
07.21 CLERK’S REPORT ON ONGOING MATTERS
The Clerk reported that responses are still awated from enquiries about repairing the pavements, the drainage issues on Exlowmere Lane, the drains of Cliffe Lane, the road markings near the Duke, the pot holes at Dudwood and the 20mph speed limits.
It was noted that the quote for the bus shelter repairs at the four lane ends is still awaited.
08.21 VILLAGE REPORTS

(a) VILLAGE HALL –  It was reported that the Village Hall remains closed to all but the School and it was noted that the Village Hall is checked and cleaned on a regular basis.  It was reported that a request to book the Village Hall in May for the elections has been refused as it is not possible to guarantee that it will be open at that time.
(b) JUBILEE FIELDS –  It was noted that the Jubilee Fields Committee are not currently taking bookings for the Pavilion due to Covid restrictions.  
(c) FOOTPATHS, HIGHWAYS, BINS AND VERGES – It was noted that the troughs at Bury Cliffe are running again and Councillors undertook to continue to monitor the situation.
(d) SCHOOL –  Cllr Moseley reported on school matters and it was noted that the school was currently only open for children of key workers and vulnerable children.
(e) CHURCH –  Cllr Spreadburough reported that services have been suspended due to the latest lockdown but that the Church would be open on Sunday mornings for private prayer.
(f) PLAY AREA REFURBISHMENT –  Cllr Swindell reported that he had raised £2500 towards the scheme by dressing as an Elf whilst delivering the post.  Cllr Swindell stated that if all the promised donations are received then the total fund should be £11800 and that applications for grant funding are to be made.  Cllr Swindell outlined next stages of the project.  Cllr Swindell was thanked for all his work on this project
(g) CHRISTMAS – Cllr Swindell reported on the very successful Christmas Lights Competition which had proved very popular and will be repeated next year.   It was RESOLVED to write a letter of thanks to Helen Frogatt (DDDC) who had judged the competition.  Cllr Swindell was thanked for organising the competition. 
(h) VILLAGE MAINTENANCE – Cllr Mason reported that he had collected a considerable amount of litter recently whilst out walking and had noted several areas where flytipping has taken place which will be reported to DDDC.  Discussion took place about arranging a village litter pick in the spring if Government Covid restrictions allow this to happen and it was RESOLVED to discuss this matter further at the next meeting.  
Following the request from DCC for the Parish Council to clean the bus shelters, Cllr Mason reported that he had undertaken this work with only the roof of the shelter at East End still to be cleaned.  Cllr Mason further reported that he had checked the solar panels at the bus shelters and felt that the batteries on the oldest shelter need to be replaced.  It was RESOLVED to request that DCC replace the batteries. 
Various areas of the village which need attention were identified and will be discussed at the next meeting
