It was noted that the following matters have been reported but are still to be addressed by the relevant authority - Repairing the pavements, Drainage issues on Exlowmere Lane, Drainage issues on Cliffe Lane, Road markings near the Duke, Potholes at Dudwood, Pothole Winster Lane Ends, 20mph speed limits, Bus Shelter Cleaning (to be completed), Christmas Tree removal.

It was agreed that the bus shelter roof should be repaired like for like and the Clerk undertook to request a quotation for this.
It was reported that the Bury Cliffe Troughs are running at the moment and Councillors undertook to continue to monitor these.
